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Prospectus


Background

The NSW Chiropractic Student Trust Fund was established on 26th March 1964 when a Trust Deed was made between Stanley William Bolton, Owen James Martin and Beverley Hunter Job and the New South Wales Branch of the Australian Chiropractors' Association.

S.W. Bolton was a  founding member of the ACA, O.J. Martin graduated in 1940., Beverley Job was a patient of Owen Martin's and a councillor on Warringah Council.
At this time there was a concern over the supply of chiropractors with mainstream training, particularly in light of the financial difficulties caused by travel to the USA. One of the original concepts of the fund was to put Australian students on a geographically equal footing with their American counterparts by assisting with the cost of a ship fare. Early beneficiaries had their grants paid directly as tuition fees to Palmer College. Tuition fees at this time were about US$200.00 per quarter or roughly $3000.00 per quarter in today's dollars.

The fund was initiated by a motion moved by Stanley P. Bolton, seconded by James Maxwell at a committee meeting of the ACA (NSW Branch). Jim Maxwell made the initial offer of fifty pounds to establish the fund.

The fund has provided assistance to over 45 NSW chiropractic students, 9 who obtained their training overseas, 15 obtained it in Australia and one received a travel grant for post graduate research.

From it's inception the trust fund has provided valuable financial assistance to a number of chiropractors. Several of those who benefited from the trust  have related how it "saved their lives" at the time. The condition that beneficiaries must return to NSW has meant that a number of chiropractors have returned to NSW to practice when otherwise they would have gone elsewhere.

For a number of beneficiaries who have returned and had major impact on the association and the profession the "return" on those funds is beyond calculation.

While there are students of chiropractic there will be those to whom the expenses incurred during their training will create hardship. In particular there will always be students whose desire to become a chiropractor is restricted or postponed due to financial constraints.

For these students, and for the benefit to the profession in years ahead, the trust fund seeks to provide financial assistance in the form of low interest loans or the James Maxwell scholarship.

Requirements

The scholarship regulations outline all requirements of the trust fund, however particular note should be made of the regulations which cover failure to complete the course of study and membership of the CAA (NSW).
What you must do to apply for assistance

1.
Read and understand the regulations.

2.
Complete the following application form and ensure that you have attached the following documents:
a) Proof of Australian Citizenship
b) Academic transcripts for the semesters completed

c) Proof of entry into the fourth year of a five year chiropractic programme
d) Proof of membership of the CAA (NSW)
e) Answers to the questions listed on page seven of this application.

Obtain two written character references, one of which should be from a chiropractor currently practicing in NSW

James Maxwell Scholarship Regulations

November 2008
1. All applications for assistance under the New South Wales Chiropractic Student Trust Fund must be made in writing on the current application form and addressed to: The Trustees at the address of the Secretary.

2. Each applicant must be supported by two references attesting to the good character of the applicant by persons who have known him or her for a minimum period of three years. One referee must be a chiropractor currently practicing in NSW.

3. One scholarship will be available each year.
4. The scholarship consists of $5000.00 per year for two years.
5.  The scholarship will be paid in four equal instalments in the February and August of the two years.

6. Closing Date for applications is 15th December; late applications will not be accepted.
7. Selection Criteria 
· Applicants must be Australian Citizens. 

· Applicants must have completed the undergraduate programme in chiropractic at Macquarie University and be enrolled in the Masters programme.

Or
· Applicants must be enrolled in the second last year of a chiropractic programme whose successful completion would be a qualification acceptable for registration in NSW 

Each applicant will be assessed on the basis of:

· Financial need
· Generous and outgoing nature
· Academic merit
· Proven initiative
· Character
· Understanding of chiropractic
· A clear business plan that involves practicing as a chiropractor within NSW.
An interview will be conducted as part of the assessment process. Applicants unable to attend an interview will not be considered.
8.
No scholarship shall be made until the applicant provides evidence of acceptance by the educational institution concerned.
9.
The trustees have complete discretion as to whether they approve or disapprove of any application but the decisions of the trustees must be unanimous.
10.
The trustees must give their decision in respect of all applications within a period of two months from the date of receipt of the application.

11.
The trustees must notify the applicant in writing of their decision but need not state their reasons thereof. 

12
If the applicant fails to continue the course of study for any reason he or she must notify the trustees immediately. No further instalments will be made.
13.
If the applicant at any time is not pursuing the course of study to the satisfaction of the trustees they may, at any time in their absolute discretion, discontinue any further payment in whole or in part which they may have previously approved.

14.
The applicant must hold student membership of the Chiropractors' Association of Australia (NSW) whilst completing his or her course and must apply for full membership of the Chiropractors' Association of Australia (NSW) on graduation/completion of the course. If the recipient becomes unfinancial with the Chiropractors' Association of Australia (NSW) the scholarship ceases.
15.
The trustees may, in their sole discretion, seek reports from the student and/or the institution attended.

16.
Applications that are likely to encourage diversity amongst the chiropractic profession may be given special consideration.

· You must provide two written character references from people who have known you for more than three years. One of those two references should be from a chiropractor registered in NSW for at least five years. The character references should support the evidence you have provided in answer to the questions above.

· You must attach proof of your Australian citizenship. Please provide a copy of your birth certificate, Australian citizenship or passport.

· You must attach proof of your membership of the CAA (NSW).
